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Hen-Egg-Materialbox

Summary of the project
Schools that have topics around hens and eggs in their curriculum have the opportunity to borrow a material box for this topic at an extracurricular partner (e.g. Ökomarkt e.V.). The box contains teaching material, work sheets as well as little experiments around the topic hens and eggs. 
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Who is involved?

The extracurricular partner packst he material box with all the needed content and borrows it for a small fee and deposit to the schools.

Key steps

If a school is interested in borrowing a material box an inquiry is made to the extracurricular partner. He can give further information about whether boxes are available or when the next box will be available. The box is then going to be sent in the mail or delivered personally. 

How are the children involved?

The children learn by practical experiments as well as work sheets as part of an activity-oriented education. Topics contain materials about the formation of an egg in a hen’s body, the evolution from egg to hatchling, the behaviour of hens as well as different ways of poultry keeping. Questions that might occur can by that be answered in a practical and playful way. 
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How is the project linked to food and farming?

Accompanying the material box is the possibility to book a visit at a local farm with the extracurricular partner. There the children can get to know a way of poultry keeping and experience poultry firsthand.
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How is the project linked to the school curriculum?

The material box is an addition to the material that is given the school in addition to the curricula they have. It is a possibility to expand the material to make the classes more activity-oriented and practical.

Positive outcomes

As the classes can be designed more practical with both help of a material box like this and a farm visit the children have the opportunity to experience the animals firsthand. The class is therefore not purely frontal teaching but contains practical aspects like experiments and a farm visit according to a more activity-oriented education.
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
